


RULES FOR RIDING THE SCHOOL BUS

No fighting, abusive or profane language

No alcohol, tobacco products, drugs, knives, guns, weapons, or vandalism.

No standing or moving while the bus is in motion or pushing and tripping while
loading or unloading.

No throwing objects from bus window.

No animals (dead or alive), glass, sharp objects, bats, batons, basketballs,
balloons, or large flags allowed on the bus.

All talking should be kept at a low tone and NO TALKING at railroad crossings.
A student, who crosses the road, should walk up to the front of the bus and wait
for the driver to instruct them to cross.

Each student is required to stay seated and face the front of the bus,

If you are a passenger in a bus equipped with seat belts. you must wear the seat
belts at all times.

A new student or any student with a change in bus schedule should get a bus pass

from the school office.

I understand that CORPORAL PUNISHMENT IS NOT USED IN THIS CENTER.
[ understand that the methods listed below will be used to guide my child’s behavior.

1. An age appropriate, consistent program will be provided to keep the children
involved and happy.

2. Classrooms will be appropriately arranged and furnished to avoid potential

problems and facilitate learning and order.

A consistent schedule will be followed every day.

A well trained staff will work with the children. They will base their expectations

on the age and stage of development of each child.

Staff members will tell children what they should do, not what they should not do.

Staff members will pay attention to positive behavior and praise children often.

Staff members will actively listen to children to help them solve problems.

Children will be re-directed from inappropriate activities to appropriate ones.

When children are “out of control” or not behaving, they will be placed in a “time

out” area in full view of an adult in an area within the classroom.

10. In extreme cases, if a child cannot be controlled within the center, parents may be
called to have someone come to the center to help calm the child and/or take
him/her home.

11. As previously noted, staff members WILL NOT USE CORPORAL
PUNISHMENT to control behavior and they will not allow parents to spank a
child at the center.

12. Any evidence of child abuse noted by the center staff will be reported the proper
authority.
